KGF at a glance

Krishi Gobeshona Foundation (KGF) is a Government sponsored autonomous grant
making and non-profit organization established in 2007 considering the dire need
for sustainable funding and operational flexibility of agricultural research for
development. It has the overall objective to facilitate and contribute towards
integration of a pluralistic agricultural research system by involving public sector
(NARS institutes, universities), private sector and non-government organizations in
agricultural research & development

KGF operates with transparency under its Board of Directors and policy guidance of
the General Body. The functions of KGF are governed by its Memorandum and
Articles of Association. The sustainable funding of KGF comes from the profits of an
endowment fund created by the Government of Bangladesh (GoB). KGF is very
closely linked to mainstream research through Bangladesh Agricultural Research
Council (BARC) and its Executive Chairman represents Governing Board of BARC.
On the other hand, Executive Director represents the Executive Council of BARC.
As per provisions in the Memorandum, KGF is governed by its General Body (GnB)
and a 7-member Board of Directors (the Board)

General Body of KGF is consisting of not exceeding 15 members taken from public
and private sectors having eminence in the different disciplines of agriculture for
recommending overall policy directions and approval of the budgetary allocations

The KGF Board having diversified technical professionals as Directors has the
authority for taking any decision needed for the successful operation of KGF
programs/ projects. The Board of Directors, comprising of 7 elected members from
the GnB, pursues and carries out the objectives of KGF

Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) is formed by the Board of Directors drawing
members of highly reputed and representing diversified categories. It provides
strategic guidance ensuring the quality of the research supported by KGF- BKGET
fund and its relevance to the country's goals and objectives. Also the Committee
recommends resource allocations to the CGP projects/programs in the context of
priority thematic areas as well as overview the proposals reviewed by peer
reviewers for making recommendation to the KGF Board

Research grant making

® Full Research Proposals (FRPs) are screened on specific template by a screening
committee formed by the TAC

® Responsive proposals acceptable to the TAC are then forwarded to the
designated expert reviewers for grading

® The graded proposals are then overviewed by the TAC members and forwarded
with recommendations to the Board of Directors

® The Board of Directors approves the projects for KGF-BKGET funding

KGF undertakes effective measures through external/independent and internal
monitoring teams to guide monitor and evaluate the implementation progress of all
types of project/programs as a routine function and continuous process.
External /independent monitoring is done at an interval of 5-6 months by the team
of external members having expertise in the specific fields. External monitoring
teams usually conduct field monitoring of each of the projects to give necessary
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suggestions to Coordinator/PI/CI to keep the activities of
the project in line with the work plan and objectives. KGF’s
technical professionals usually conduct desk and field
monitoring as and when required

KGF is involved with different categories of programs are as
follows:

1. Competitive Grants Program (CGP)- short-medium term
research projects for 2 to 3 years on:

i. Applied Research
ii. Basic Research

2. Commissioned Research Program (CRP)- medium-long
term research projects for 3 to 5 years

3. Capacity Enhancement Program (CEP)- short-medium
term research projects for 1 to 3 years

4. International Collaborative Program (ICP)-
Short-Medium term research projects for 1 to 3 years

5. Technology Piloting Program (TPP)- short term projects
for 1 to 3 years.

Highlights of the KGF
Activities

A total of thirty research projects under Competetive
Grants Program (CGP), short-term projects usually for
three years period were selected by KGF from different
research institutions and public universities. out of 30
CGP projects, thirteen projects already completed three
years during June 2016. There are 17 CGP projects are stil
on-going and already completed two years of their
research activities from their commencement. Projects
under Commissioned Research Program (CRP) are
usually designed for vulnerable areas of the national
importance. Three long-term CRP projects are under
implementation in Chittagong and in different other
places. Under the Capacity Enhancement Program (CEP),
three projects are on-going. KGF also explores the
avenues for collaborative research programs with
universities or organizations of developed countries
under International Collaborative Program (ICP). Now,
one project is running under ICP.

Beside its regular works, KGF has to get involved in
many other activities like arrangement of different types
of workshops, consultation, training, evaluation meeting,
coordination meetings, annual general meeting (AGM),
technical advisory committee meetings, EGM, Board
meetings, etc. The suggestions and recommendations
came out from these events have been followed and
executed properly. Besides, processing of the BKGET 3rd
CGP Call is under progress and processing of basic
research projects are being done. KGF also implements
technology piloting programs for transfer/disseminate
potential technologies generated from previous projects.

KGF has been published Annual Report, Newsletter,
Technical Bulletin, Brochure, Technical Reports, Project
Completion Reports, Impact Study Report etc.

KGF professionals made regular monitoring during
implementation of the projects and other activities across
the country.

Training Program for Community
Livestock Workers

A five-day residential training course on “Community
Livestock Workers (CLW)” was inaugurated at the Poultry
Research and Training Center (PRTC), Chittagong
Veterinary and Animal Science University (CVASU) ,
Chittagong on 14 May 2017 . The inaugural session was
attended by Prof. Dr. Goutom Buddha Das, Vice Chancellor,
CVASU as chief guest while Dr Kazi M Kamaruddin,
Program Director, (Livestock & Fisheries), Krishi Gobeshona
Foundation (KGF) attended as the special guest at the PRTC
Conference Room. The program was presided over by Prof.
Dr. Poritosh Kumar Biswas, Director, PRTC. Aiming at
creating technical manpower for extension services at the
grassroots level for livestock development, PRTC has
undertaken the training program funded by KGE. A total of
20 participants comprising small entrepreneurs engaged in
livestock production, fresh graduates from universities and
small scale cattle, dairy and poultry farmers from remote
household level attended the course. PRTC has a plan to
hold similar training for 12 batches of Community Livestock
Workers over the next three years.

FAO delegation visited KGF

A Team of FAO delegation on SDGs headed by Mr. Ewald
Rametsteiner, Program Coordinator, Sustainable
Agricultural Program, FAO paid a visit to KGF on 28 May
2017 and discussed about transformational strategy towards
achieving the targets of Sustainable Development Goals
(SDG). As a new set of development targets after the MDG,
all States Members of the United Nations has set the 2030
Agenda for the Sustainable Development Goals, which
encompasses 17 development goals and 169 targets with 230
indicators. There are number of goals like SDG 1, SDG 2,
SDG 5, SDG 12, SDG 14 etc. which is involves with
Agricultural Sector. KGF has potentials to influence
attaining progress towards those goals through research,
innovation and extension. In presence of all the technical
management Staff, the Executive Director of KGF Dr. Wais
Kabir emphasized the needs for revitalizing the grant
making process through looking from the new dimension of
SDG indicators on how better to integrate the KGF with the
core indicators of SDGs.

The team members disclosed that Government is preparing
a ‘National Action Plan for SDGs’ which can be followed by
KGF in ways to feed data gaps to the BBS in important
agricultural aspects through our research programs. KGF
can also advocate the knowledge gaps on SDGs to the
partner Institutions, academia, NGOs and grant recipients
through dialogue, seminars, workshops/consultations and
training programs. It was agreed that KGF may hire experts
to shape up programs and organize trainings in line with the
SDGs where FAO can extend its cooperation.

Consultation workshop on Fodder production in the saline prone areas of
Coastal Region in Bangladesh

A day long workshop on "Fodder production in the saline
prone areas of Coastal Region of Bangladesh" was held at
SAC conference room, BARC Complex on 7 August 2017.
Dr. Mohammod Jalal Uddun, Executive Chairman, BARC
chaired the program.

The Vice Chancellor of Khulna University Professor Dr.
Mohammad Fayek Uzzaman was present as the Chief guest
while Dr. Talukder Nurunnahar, DG, BLRI attended as the
special Guest and contributed in the workshop. Participants
included Department of Livestock Service, Professors of
Universities, and relevant Research Institutes etc.

Dr. Wais Kabir, Executive Director (ED), KGF moderated the
presentations and discussions. At the outset, the ED stated
the objectives of the consultation workshop by saying that
Khulna University is implementing one project on fodder
production in the saline coastal zone of Bangladesh and the
consultation is expected to provide feedback and
suggestions for successful implementation of the project.

There were five presentations, first one by the research
project Principal Investigator (PI) from Khulna University
and sponsored by KGF. The subsequent presentations
included salinity dynamics in the coastal zone and cropping
pattern, lamb production potential etc.

The following recommendations have been suggested by the
participants. The PI of the project should get the idea and
input given by the reputed participants to strengthen the
on-going project work.

Research issue

1. The research sites should be selected considering 3
(three) levels of soil salinity in the coastal region [ i) 6
dS/m, ii) 6.1- 8.0 dS/m and iii) 8.1-10.0 dS/m]

2. Research should be carried out to develop faster growing
saline tolerant varieties of fodder crops, and drought and
water logging tolerant fodder can be developed, if
project framework allows

3. In the selection process of salt tolerant
genotypes/varieties both local and exotic varieties
should be included as much as possible,

4. Agronomic management practices for the selected

fodder crop (s) should be developed

5. Location specific fodder crop selection should be
prioritized,
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5. Genetic manipulation on fodder crops in terms of salinity
may be considered

6. Selected variety (s) may be demonstrated with zero
tillage, minimum tillage, and relay & dibbling methods
in the field. Growing fodder in Gher & pond dike and
homestead areas may also be taken into consideration

7. Dual/Multipurpose (Food and Forage) fodder crops
need to be identified,

8. Sheep rearing in the coastal region could be an
alternative option for income generation for the people
of coastal region.

Development issue:

1. Multidisciplinary ~ (Crop, animal, water, and
socio-economic) scientists should work together to make
a breakthrough of the project

2. Community mobilization and advocacy for sheep
rearing should be encouraged.

3. Double layer mulching could be introduced to reduce
soil salinity during fodder production.

4. Uri dhan, maize, sunflower, pack chung, wheat,
groundnut, grass pea (Kheshari), sweet potato, bazu
grass may be included as fodder crops in the cropping
systems of those areas.

5. Involvement of GO, NGOs and Private sector should be
ensured during technology validation and adoption
process

6. Permanent fodder tree should be grown in the bund of
ghers and embankment

7. Floating/floating grass or plants could be added in the
on-going project activities.
Policy issues:

1 Initiative should taken to encourage private sector for
commercial fodder production in coastal areas

2 Fodder cultivation on the embankment may be
considered carefully to avoid rat damage in the
embankment
